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LMV Bass Support Catch & Release Progra
The fantastic Largemouth Bass fishing continued this spring with LMV
anglers enjoying catching and releasing some trophy sized fish. The
above photo shows LMV angler Richard Schulman with a 13 pound,

8 ounce beauty that he released immediately after having his picture
taken. LMV regulars tout this year’s spawn as being excellent, once
again ensuring continued great bass fishing for future LMV anglers.
Bass anglers have the best luck early in the morning and in the evenings
because the fish become more active during these hours of the day. The
annual “Bass Catch and Release” rule will be lifted as of June 1, however,
Lake Biologist Tom Buckowski reminds anglers to observe the 12 to 20
inch slot limit for the remainder of the year in order to favor the larger
bass that lurk in the lake depths.

Trout Dive Deeper

Some rainbow trout can still be found in deeper water, trying to escape
from the warming temperatures of the surface water. Deep water
jigging or bait fishing in 50 feet of depth is the standard for landing
what is left of the 2010 stocked trout. Trolling with lead core line,
which works in deep water is another technique that can produce fish.
Patience is the key as these fish have survived a while in the lake and are
elusive at best.



Quagga Mussel
Prevention
Pror%ram Keeps
LMV Waters
Clean

Lake Mission Viejo’s water
quality is of utmost importance to
us and to that end every effort is
being made to protect it from the
latest local aquatic threat - invasive
Quagga and Zebra Mussels. Since
we began our systematic boat
inspection program over two years
ago, more than 7,000 boats have
been tagged and allowed to enter
LMV waters. All boats are subject
to a 30-day quarantine to make
sure they are clean, dry and free
of Quagga Mussels or potentially
contaminated water.

The problems with the Quagga
and Zebra mussels are basically
two-fold:

The prolific nature of these
1-inch mussels are such

that they can colonize lake
substrates at densities up to
700,000 per square meter.
For lakefront properties, this
means that docks and boats
could become fouled in a
manner similar to how ocean
barnacles attach to surfaces,
and could translate to higher
maintenance costs for property
owners.

Ecologically, mussels are
filter-feeders that consume
plankton, the base of the
food web. The mussel’s
abundance has been known
to significantly compromise

a fishery. At LMV, where we
already enjoy clear waters and
low plankton levels, our fishery
would be noticeably impacted
if the mussels took over.

Current standards include
inspections and quarantines of
all boats entering LMV. Boats
entering the property are required
to exhibit an LMVA quarantine
tag, proving that they have not
launched elsewhere for at least 30
days. Boats are required to pass an
inspection at launch proving that
the vessel is clean and dry.

Boats exiting LMV are issued a
green tag which allows that vessel
to immediately return to LMV
without the 30-day quarantine, but
is still subject to inspection. Tags
are fixed to the boat and trailer in
such a way that the boat cannot
be launched without breaking the
tag. Broken tags require the 30-
day quarantine and boat owners
with tampered tags that attempt
to avoid the quarantine system will
be subject to disciplinary actions.
If you use any watercraft or toys
that have been to any other body
of water, remember that they need
to be completely clean and dry for
30 days before being placed into
LMV waters. Thank you for helping
to keep LMV healthy and thriving.

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Getting Good Seats for the
Concerts Takes Planning

On concert days, the entrance gate to the North Beach facility will open
as usual at 6 a.m. Access to the Concert Bowl area will commence

at approximately 6:30 a.m. Members accessing the facility by car

will be allowed to park in the Fisherman’s lot and assemble in the
Administration lot along with the pedestrian traffic prior to 6:30 a.m.
Members arriving by boat will be allowed to tie up to the dock in front
of the Maintenance Building. Access to the Concert Bowl area will be
conducted by a lottery style system; therefore THERE IS NO ADVANTAGE
TO LINING UP PRIOR TO 6 a.m. The Lottery Process is as follows:

1.) Randomly number wrist bands will be distributed upon the
opening of the facility. Members only! You must show your ID
card to get a wristband.

2.) Wrist band pick up will be at designated locations in the main
parking lot.

3.) One wristband per person. It must be attached and worn.
4.) Distribution will continue until designated time.

5.) One blanket per person allowed in the park. No chairs allowed
until after process is complete.

6.) At a designated time, randomly selected groups of numbers will
be called. Once called, members will proceed to a holding area.
Wristbands will be verified and then the group will be allowed to
set up in the park.

7.) This process continues until all groups have been called.

8.) At the conclusion of the set up process, the park will open to
general use and chairs may be brought in at this time. Chairs
abandoned along the sidewalks adjacent to the Playa del Norte
facility entrance will be confiscated. Please bring ONE BLANKET
ONLY for the initial entrance into the bowl. Chairs will be allowed

after the initial entrance process is complete.

It Starts at the Gate:
Members Need LMVA ID Card to
Access All Amenities at Lake Mission Viejo

Your LMVA membership picture ID badge is your exclusive ticket to
fun all summer. Not only does this special card allow you access into
the facilities and the boat rental station, it also serves as your free ticket
to six great LMV concert events during 2010. Concert lottery attendees
must present a valid membership card to take part in the lottery.

LMVA'’s picture ID badge references both the property as well as
the individual through a barcode system. It is issued to all members
eight years and older. All members are required to show their
membership badges when entering the facilities. If you arrive at the
gate without it, you will be turned away. A member who has lost or
misplaced their badge, but has other identification proving residency
(i.e. driver’s license), can purchase a temporary pass for $10 at the
gate. This pass is good for seven days and can be exchanged for a new
badge (if your old one is lost) at the Membership Office. If you know the
whereabouts of your original badge and bring it back to the Membership
Office within seven days, you can obtain a refund of the price of the
temporary pass.

Please help keep your LMVA property safe and secure. Make sure you
always have your membership badge readily available when approaching
the friendly staff at the LMVA gates or within the park facilities. Thank
you for your cooperation.

Number of Guests Limited

on Summer Weekends

To prevent overcrowding on weekends during the summer months,
specific guest policy rules are in place. LMV does not accept guest lists
on the weekends from mid-May through mid-September. This means
that only 10 guests per membership household will be allowed on
Saturdays and Sundays. Lists of up to 15 guests per member household
are still allowed Monday through Friday.

During the summer weekends, all guests must enter the facility with a
Lake Member. A fee will apply to all guests age eight or older, and must
be paid at the time of entry. Guests under eight years old can enter the
facility for free, but still count towards the number of guests allowed in
total. Guest fees of $2.00 per guest apply.

When submitting a guest list for a weekday in the summer, fees must
be paid at the time the list is submitted. These guest policies apply
to both Playa Del Norte (North Beach) and Playa Del Este (East Beach).
Guest lists will be allowed seven days a week starting again for mid-
September to mid-May.

Enjoy the Music With Friends

During the summer concert days at North Beach,
LMVA members may bring up to four guests per
household including child guests. Guests must
enter with the member.

Fees are $10.00 per guest on concert days at
North Beach only including child guests.
CASH ONLY!

Guest fees at East Beach will continue to be
$2.00 on concert days.

Concert Rules to Play By

1. No glass containers for drinks or food. All coolers, baskets and
bags are checked upon entry to the concert/park area.

2. CONCERT guest policies apply: Limit of 4 guests; $10.00 per
person guest fee. All LMVA members must have their ID card.

3. Bring short and low-back beach chairs only...please.
4. Get your spot early. These events are very popular.
5. Remain seated once the concert begins.

6. No tents or canopies after 6 p.m.

7. Be courteous to those around you. No smoking in the center
bowl area.

8. No personal barbecues. Use barbecues in designated areas only.
9. Please pick up after yourself. Trash cans are available.

10. Use minimum space on lawn, there are many people to seat. Use
small blankets and towels. No ground tarps allowed.

11.The area in front of the stage is not opened until stage set-up is
completed

12. When parking lots fill, cars will only be allowed to drop-off
passengers. Overflow parking is available on public streets.

13. No pets are allowed.
